


Enjay is a Swedish Greentech company founded in 2018 by Jesper 
Wirén and Nils Lekeberg. The two founders have over 50 years of 
experience in HVAC and they decided to solve the industry’s major 
challenge, to recapture energy from excess heat in the air streams 
that prevail in millions of punishing environments in process ven-
tilation. They ventured to develop a new generation of industrial 
heat exchangers that could co-exist with the polluted air streams 
in processes ranging from commercial kitchens to industrial laun-
dries, from snacks production to heavy industrial welding and from 
grain dryers to lacquer boxes.

•	 Example: Preheat Cold water in process. 
•	 Lepido L30-14.30.12.14.09.10
•	 Location: x (outdoor temp not a variable) 
•	 Fan operation hours: 24h/day, 5 days a week.
•	 6240 h/year
•	 Momentary Thermal output: 148 kW
•	 Recover: 148 kW x 6240 h = 923 500 kWh/year
